What is Meta Keywords ?

The most common use of the term “keywords” in HTML is as meta data. This is typically thought of as the meta keywords tag, and is written in HTML like this: 

<meta name="keywords" content="keywords,html keywords,meta keywords,keyword data" /> 
What is the Meta Description

The meta description is a meta tag that is used to describe the current Web page. It provides a short summary of the page so that readers can decide whether the page is what they are looking for or looks interesting.

The meta description is used by search engines to describe the Web page in their results.

How Long Should the Meta Description Be?

· While there is no limit on how long you can make your meta description, the longer that it is, the more likely it will be cut off in the search engine results. 

So, your meta description will have the most impact if it is 160 characters or less in length, including spaces and punctuation. You can write longer descriptions, but keep the most important part in the first 150-160 characters.

How to Write a Meta Description

It's easy to write a meta description. Simply use the meta HTML tag with the name="description" and the content="" your description text. For example, the meta description for this page is:

<meta name="description" content="The meta description is a meta tag that describes your Web page. By using the meta description, you add a short description to your Web pages that is displayed by search engines when your page shows up in search. It's a simple tag to add to your pages, but adds a lot of value. Learn how to use the meta description tag.">
What is the Title Tag?

In HTML, the title is the text contained in the <title></title> tag. This tag is stored in the <head></head> of the document. 

Part of the reason that the title is often forgotten is because it is not an obvious part of the page. The HTML title is displayed in two places on the page: the title bar of the Web browser and in the bookmarks and favorites.
