Apartment Painting Prep Checklist

Please prepare your apartment before the scheduled painting day.

1 Remove all pictures, mirrors, wall hangings, curtains, shelves, etc., from the walls. The painter will not remove these items and will paint around them. There is no guarantee paint will not get on these items if they are left on the wall.
2 Move all furniture to the middle of the room. The painter will need to have enough room to walk around the entire room painting walls and baseboards.
3 Remove all valuables and breakable items from visible areas.
4 Remove all rugs, towels, and decorations from the bathrooms. There is no guarantee that the painter will not get paint on items left in the bathroom.
5 Remove all appliances, dishes, etc. from the counters and walls in the kitchen.
6 Closets will NOT be painted. No preparation needed for closet interiors.
Important: If the apartment is not properly prepared, it is up to the discretion of the painter to complete the project or to refuse.
